2. Notes from the Pentagon.


a.  Transition:  As most of you know, the arrival of new political leadership in the department is proceeding in a controlled and orderly manner.  The potential SECNAV ( Mr. Gordon England) and his fellow potential service secretaries (plus AT&L) are currently learning about OSD/JCS as a group.  Secretary Rumsfeld is clearly trying to get the service secretaries to bond as a team or departmental board of directors before sending them to their services.  We expect formal nomination in the next few weeks and confirmation in May.   After the secretaries finish with their group orientation they are expected to be available to the services (mid April)  for orientation.  Appointment of lower political leadership will proceed only after the senior jobs are filled.


b. Resources:  As you know, the presidents Budget for FY02 has not been submitted to Congress.  Within the department, there is uncertainty when the budget will be locked and delivered.  Navy is starting the PR03 build process and will have sponsor program proposals in April.


c. Studies:  The eleven SECDEF transition study groups continue to look at various areas of the military.  The studies have been close hold and little has come out of them.  A significant number of outside experts are gathering info and making analysis, particularly in the OSD areas.  Some feedback is expected by summer.
