OIF Mine Warfare Operations.  

The Mine warfare mission has been one of our most innovative efforts thus

far in this operation. Coalition forces along with naval and Coast Guard

assets have cleared a tremendous amount of water space in a very short time.

We have seen the use Marine Mammals in this warfare area that was

unprecedented and historical. The effectiveness of the mine warfare mission

is beneficial from both a force protection aspect as well as the

humanitarian aid mission area.
