2. News.
   a.  Navy Special Operations Community 25th Birthday.  June 27, 2003 was
 the 25th anniversary of the 1140 community founding.  CAPT Terry Briggs
 and CAPT John Fraser led a birthday celebration with the VCNO this past
 week.  All 1140 officers are asked to increase awareness of the incredible
 success of our community in the past 25 years by hosting events in your
 area or command to mark the event and share some of our accomplishments
 with your fellow Naval Officers.

    b. EODMU EIGHT.  Rota's EODMU Det 8 teams with its Spanish counterparts
 for an exercise to hone their skills in two different areas: Improvised
 Explosive Ordnance response and Surface Ordnance Disposal with Unidad
 Especial Desactivado de Explosivos (U.E.D.E.) unit, and mine
 countermeasures and harbor defense diving with Unidad De Buceadores de
 MCM.

    c. EODMU FOUR. The proud commanding officer of the Navy's newest
 Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Mobile Unit stood before his crew,
 giving Sailors orders to begin their mission in the fight against
 terrorism at the tip of the spear.  The ceremony marked the commissioning
 of the Navy's newest, EOD Mobile Unit (EODMU) 4. To help provide safe
 shipping in the 5th Fleet area of responsibility, Naval Support Activity,
 Bahrain hosted the first permanent EOD shore detachment (EODMU 8 Det.
 Bahrain) in 1994. Prior to this, EOD detachments operated in the area only
 as needed.  As many as seven EOD units operated within 5th Fleet during
 Operation Desert Shield/ Desert Storm.  In support of Operation Iraqi
 Freedom, EODMU 8 Det. Bahrain played an important role clearing the port
 of Umm Qasr.  EOD team members removed more than 5,000 objects from land
 and water, collecting a weight of almost 18 tons of unexploded and
 stockpiled ordnance. Twenty-one old and new ports were cleared, making the
 delivery of humanitarian aid and supplies possible.  The high amount of
 operations and training needed in the area called for the decision to
 create the new unit.  CDR Ted Lucas closed his address with words of
 challenge and encouragement to his new team. "Every one of us is essential
 to the success and safe conduct of operations at EODMU 4. Always give your
 best effort in all that you do. I, in return, promise to give my best
 efforts. Our country, our Navy, our command, and our shipmates, deserve
 nothing less."
