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VISION

PROVIDE LEADERSHIP FOR NAVAL AND JOINT ANTI-TERRORISM AND COMBAT OPERATIONS REQUIRING EXPERTISE IN EXPLOSIVE ORDNANCE DISPOSAL (EOD), DIVING, SALVAGE, UNDERWATER MINE COUNTERMEASURES (UMCM) AND EXPLOSIVES SAFETY.
With the Navy strategic focus on our historic expeditionary strengths in the littorals, where the diverse threats are numerous, the Navy SPECOPS skill set has become increasingly vital.  The community has grown from the fledgling organization conceptualized by LTs Waters, Roach and Archer and the first Mine Disposal Class, to a Navy force configured to respond to the strategic challenges articulated in Forward…from the Sea, with a community of over 400 officers. Navy SPECOPS capabilities enhance unit survivability and fleet war-fighting capabilities.  Our force enables access, influence and power projection, advancing Navy and joint expeditionary operations throughout the littoral “battle space” by eliminating hazards that jeopardize operations:  Clearing harbors and approaches of obstacles, and conducting combat salvage…in other words, enabling maneuver.  Navy Special Operations forces are fully integrated into fleet training, exercises, and operations, and work closely with force and joint commanders as part of carrier battle groups and amphibious / expeditionary strike groups.

LOOKING FOR SOMETHING  DIFFERENT AND CHALLENGING?

The 1140 Navy Special Operations (SPECOPS) community is comprised of a focused triad of skills including Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) and Underwater Mine Countermeasures (UMCM) with expertise in Expeditionary Diving and Salvage (D&S) and Explosive Ordnance Management/Safety (EOM).  These skill sets enable the community to play a vital role in fleet anti-terrorism/force protection missions.  The Community offers a unique opportunity to motivated men and women who seek early leadership responsibilities and tough challenges.  Assignments are based on performance, qualification, and personal desires, as in other URL warfare communities.

Junior officers are immediately trained as Navy Diving Officers and serve aboard mine countermeasures and salvage ships to earn their qualification as Surface Warriors.  After training in explosive ordnance disposal, officers are immediately assigned as the Officer in Charge of EOD detachments, operating throughout the world.

The Special Operations Community has opportunity for command at sea at Lieutenant Commander  and CDR. As a mid-grade LCDR, an 1140/1145 officer with a superior record may screen for Command at Sea of Reserve EOD Mobile Unit.  Commander Commands include EOD Mobile Units, Salvage Units and Clearance Teams, as well as one Mine Division CDR tour.  Throughout the Special Operations career, the tasks are varied and require personnel that enjoy growth, responsibility, hard work, and an exciting atmosphere...Are you that person?

As an officer progresses through a career in Navy Special Operations (SPECOPS), there are three primary areas in which to serve.

Explosive Ordnance Disposal
Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) and Mine Countermeasures (MCM) make up over 80% of the community billets with Diving and Salvage and Expendable Ordnance Management combining for approximately 20% of the jobs.

Navy SPECOPS Officers lead the U.S. Navy’s highly trained men and women who render safe unexploded ordnance that impedes military operations or endangers the public.  Each SPECOPS Officer is trained as an EOD technician at Naval School, Explosive Ordnance Disposal, Eglin AFB, Florida.  Trained alongside the enlisted EOD technicians, SPECOPS Officers provide field leadership to EOD forces from the LT Officer in Charge (OIC) at sea to the CAPT who commands each Fleet’s EOD Group, providing leadership and planning for large scale operations and force integration and modernization. Navy EOD was born during World War II.  Numerous recent operations include clearing unexploded bombs from ships during the Arabian Gulf “Tanker War” of 

the 1980s, rendering safe an unexploded Iraqi missile lodged in USS STARK in 1987, destroying mines in the Arabian Gulf in the 1990s, clearing the port of Um-Quasar Iraq of hazards preventing humanitarian aid flow, and preventing the destruction of numerous oil wells in southern Iraq, preventing additional environmental damage, to name a few.   

From the arctic to the desert, to the depths of the world’s oceans, Navy EOD teams – Those Who Dare! – are trained and ready to clear the way!

The detachment is the basic operational element of the EOD force.  Led by a LT or CWO, EOD detachments can vary in size from 1 officer/6 enlisted to 2 officers/13 enlisted.  EOD detachments deploy with aircraft carrier battle groups, amphibious ready groups, and mine countermeasures groups in addition to responding to contingency operations throughout the world.  

Ashore, EOD detachments are located at many naval installations for response to ordnance incidents, to provide diving services, and in support of research and development projects.  EOD personnel also help the United States Secret Service to protect dignitaries.  EOD operates the Navy’s Marine Mammal Systems that employ Atlantic Bottlenose Dolphins and California Sea Lions in mine countermeasures operations, swimmer detection missions and for underwater object recovery.

Mine Counter-Measures (UMCM)
Navy Special Operations officers provide unique mine countermeasures expertise to our Navy.  With tours in MCM and MHC ships, MCM Squadrons, a Special Clearance Team (NSCT ONE) and a large amount of combined and joint exercise experience.  SPECOPS Officers also lead EOD Detachments that are a crucial part of the Navy’s MCM force.  NSCT ONE uses special tactics and equipment to penetrate the 10–40 foot depth zone of the near shore area adjacent to potential landing beaches.

Expeditionary Diving and Salvage
“We dive the world over” has been the motto of U.S. Navy divers for many years.  Each SPECOPS Officer starts his career by qualifying as a Navy Diving Officer at NAVDIVSALVTRACEN, Panama City, Florida.  Limited numbers of 1140 officers will complete their initial sea tour on salvage ships, qualifying as a ship handler and refining their ability to conduct extended heavy work underwater, salvaging submerged aircraft and historic ships, floating grounded ships, or conducting battle damage repair.

Expendable Ordnance Management (EOM)
SPECOPS Officers provide line officer leadership and ordnance expertise in critical ordnance management positions that utilize expertise in ordnance safety and both weapons movement and storage.   Most of these more senior positions require Captains and Commanders who have specialized professional qualifications before filling the primarily shore-based EOM leadership positions.
