NAVAL STRIKE AND AIR WARFARE CENTER (NSAWC)

COMMAND MISSION

The Naval Strike and Air Warfare Center at NAS Fallon, Nevada is the center of excellence for naval aviation training and tactics development.  NSAWC ensures Navy carrier air wing operational readiness through flight training, academic instruction and operational support.  NSAWC flies F/A-18 Hornets, F-14 Tomcats, F-16 Falcons, SH-60F Seahawk helicopters and unmanned aerial vehicles (UAV’s) in a wide variety of strike, air-to-air, SAR and surveillance missions.

CRYPTOLOGIC SUPPORT

The Intelligence Department (N2) Cryptologic Technicians have a broad range of responsibilities to support air wing training and daily NSAWC requirements.  CTT personnel provide ELINT and nodal analysis training to air wing intelligence personnel, using both scripted exercises and “real” NAS Fallon training range-based electronic signals of interest.  CTR’s assigned to NSAWC are also directly involved in air wing training, providing special SIGINT fusion within exercise scenarios.  CTO’s assigned to NSAWC are responsible for maintaining NIPRNET and SIPRNET Defense Messaging System (DMS) networks on NMCI LANs, in addition to supporting JWICS circuits and EKMS management functions.  CTM’s troubleshoot and repair both intelligence and message processing systems, also provide the NSAWC staff with VTC setup and execution capabilities.  CTA’s manage all SSO functions for four SCIF's, in addition to maintaining over 300 SCI clearances for NSAWC and visiting DoD personnel.  They also routinely process DCS transfers and take the lead in meeting SCI inspection and accreditation requirements.  The N2 department boasts aggressive rate training, Sailor of the Quarter, officer selection and EAWS core PQS qualification programs.

LOCAL AREA

NAS Fallon is located in Nevada's largest agricultural area, near the routes of the historic Transcontinental Railroad and Pony Express.  Fallon is a one-hour drive east of the cultural, shopping and 24-hour entertainment center of Reno, and less than two hours from the sportsman's paradise and year-round excitement of Lake Tahoe in the Sierra Nevada mountains.  From Fallon, it's less than a four-hour drive to San Francisco, the Pacific Ocean, Yosemite National Park, Napa Valley and Mount Lassen National Park.  Las Vegas and Salt Lake City are within an eight-hour drive.

The military and Fallon civilian communities are proud of a close relationship not often found at large shore commands.  Sailors will have opportunities to be involved with activities as varied as youth soccer, Girl or Boy Scouting, community projects or tutoring elementary school students.  NAS Fallon boasts an aggressive MWR program, supporting single sailors and families by providing a wide range of recreation, fitness and entertainment programs on and off base.  Up-to-date child care, Navy Exchange and base housing facilities are all available.  If you are planning to expand your education, the University of Nevada in Reno gives you an opportunity to earn or complete a college degree.  The Navy College Office also offers courses from Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University or nearby Western Nevada Community College.

From July 2000 through February 2004, the Nevada State Health Division, in conjunction with the Center for Disease Control, conducted an investigation into the cause of the well-publicized cluster of leukemia cases in the Fallon area.  In February 2004, health officials concluded their investigation and reported to the Navy and local communities that no further investigations were recommended.   No military or environmental factors were identified as contributing to the cluster, and there have been no locally diagnosed cases since December of 2001.
