Purpose
The blocks below provide information on procedures to report the death of a service member’s dependent when covered by Family Service Members Group Life Insurance.

Reporting

The Commanding Officer of the active duty or naval  Requirement     reserve member is responsible for submitting a casualty 

report.  The report should be submitted by immediate

precedence message within 48 hours to Commander, Navy Personnel Command (COMNAVPERSCOM) (PERS-621) with MILMEDSUPPOFF GREAT LAKES IL as info addressee. Initial and any supplemental messages should indicate the service member’s name, rank and social security number in the subject line. 

Initial

Initial message should contain the following 

Reporting

information:

A. Dependent’s name/SSN/Relationship to service member

B. Command representative assisting the service member: Name/Rank/Phone/Fax/Email

C. Specify “Dependent Death”

D. Specify date of death/place/circumstances

E. Location of remains

F. Specify if dependent was insured under the Family SGLI program. If spousal death, specify amount of coverage service member maintained

G. Date/time service member was notified of dependents’ death.

Claim


The following items are required for Family SGLI claim Processing

processing. Applicable items should be transmitted by 

fax to to Navy Personnel Command (PERS-62) at DSN-882-6654 or (901) 874-6654. Upon receipt of all applicable items, Navy Personnel Command (PERS-621) will certify the validity of the claim and forward required documentation to Office of Servicemembers’ Group Life Insurance (OSGLI). 

Required Documentation:

Claim for Family Coverage Death Benefits (SGLV-8283A) – must be completed and signed by the servicemember. This form may be obtained online at:  www.insurance.va.gov or by contacting Navy Personnel Command (PERS-621) at (800) 368-3202/DSN-882-2501/Comm (901) 874-2501 to obtain a faxed copy.

Death Certificate – Final death certificate specifying cause of death.

Verification of Dependency – Service member’s Record of Emergency Data (NAVPERS 1070/602) indicating the dependency of the deceased. In cases where the NAVPERS 1070/602 has been changed and no longer indicates this dependency, contact NAVPERS-62 for further instructions.

In the case of spousal deaths, service member’s Leave and Earning Statement (LES) may be required to show proof of premium payment.
