Stateside Space-A Travel Available to Military Families

As of April 1, the U.S. Air Mobility Command is offering 

space-available travels to families who travel with their 

sponsors within the continental United States. Space-A 

flights will be available to dependents of active-duty 

members and retirees -- and those members will have the 

same eligibility category as their sponsors, said Lt. Col. 

Darcy Lilley, chief of passenger policy for AMC. Up to now, 

Space-A travels have been available to those who want to 

travel from the States overseas and to those overseas, but 

not within the United States. Space-A works like this: 

Travelers hitch a ride on an aircraft already on a military 

mission. If there are unused seats, travelers can fly virtually 

for free. Typically, Space-A users pay a "head tax" of $12.80

and, if leaving from or returning to the United States, an $11 

federal inspection fee. For overseas travel, the most popular 

contracted flights fly out of Atlanta and Baltimore into Europe, 

and Los Angeles and Seattle to Korea and Japan. Stateside, 

planes will fly wherever AMC missions take them, Lilley said.
