Federal Laws Give Mobilized Soldiers Peace of Mind 

Army News Service reports that inquiries about federal laws 

that give financial relief to mobilized troops have doubled

in recent months. Some soldiers are discovering that debts 

incurred after they were mobilized, along with car leases

and cell phone bills, are their personal responsibility, said 

an official from the Office of the Judge Advocate General. 

Both the Soldiers' and Sailors' Civil Relief Act and the 

Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment 

Rights Act were enacted for the protection of service 

members, and soldiers are fully briefed on their rights 

and benefits during the mobilization process, said John 

Meixell, a JAG attorney with the Department of the 

Army's Legal Assistance Policy Division. Not only do 

soldiers have laws protecting their interest, there are 

thousands of volunteers who are working to make sure 

those laws are understood and enforced.
