Subj:  REAR ADMIRAL CHARLES H. AND MARJORIE L. LYMAN TRUST

The Department of the Navy is the beneficiary of the Rear Admiral Charles H. and Marjorie L. Lyman Trust.  The Trust has been established to assist in the improvement and enhancement of family life for Navy and Marine Corps families living on or near military bases, to encourage them to remain committed to a life of military service, and to strengthen ties between the community and the military.

The Trust generates approximately $15,000 annually and the family trustees anticipate that this grant will be given each  December.  Guidelines for all Lyman Trust project proposals are provided at attachment (1).  Proposals will be submitted to the Trust, via the Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Manpower and Reserve Affairs), in categories representing the Trust’s mission and priorities, i.e., Child Care, Recreational Services, Acclimating to High-Stress Demands of Military Life, and Volunteer-based Family Service Programs.  

Navy and Marine Corps commands may submit grant proposals for projects that meet the intent of the Lyman Trust by completing the grant proposal form provided at attachment (2), and returning it to this office by August 10, 2001.  Proposals will then be forwarded to the Lyman trustees by September 1, 2001.  Only those submissions that provide fully completed forms, including project budget details, will be considered.

Additionally, the Lyman trustees have requested that Navy and Marine Corps commands with ongoing Lyman Trust projects submit a Project Progress Report twice each year, on August 1 and February 1.  The Project Progress Report form is at attachment (3).  Commands with ongoing Lyman Trust projects, as detailed at attachment (4), should forward a Project Progress Report to this office by August 1, 2001.
