Point of Contact:  The Senior Medical Officer, BUPERS is the central point for processing and tracking all Reserve Component (RC) personnel mobilized to active duty 

Procedure:  The reservist must submit the following information via electronic mail to the Senior Medical Officer for his review and consideration.

1. Service member’s name, Rank, SSN, Date of Birth, and Diagnosis

2. What type of orders (Noble Eagle, ADSW, AT, ADT) and include the mobilization date and  the expiration date of orders. Name of Reserve Center where activated.

3. Total years of service, years of active duty, years of reserve service, home of record.

4. Name of civilian employer, supervisor and telephone number.

5. Home telephone number, work telephone number and DSN if applicable 

6. E-mail address

7. Name and telephone number for the point of contact at the service member’s command and actual location of the command

8. Treating physician’s name and telephone numbers

9. Case summary, treatment plan and treating physician’s opinion regarding whether or not    the condition was incurred or aggravated by military service. 

10. The line of duty investigation (LODI) (this is required for anything that may placed in a medical evaluation board (MEB) package that is forwarded to the Physical Evaluation Board (PEB).

Action.  Service members being processed or tracked by the Senior Medical Officer’s Office shall be required to submit updates on their condition and status at least once a month and/or after significant changes in their status has occurred.  It is the service member’s responsibility to provide the Senior Medical Officer’s Office with monthly updates on his/her care and treatment.  (This includes physician’s notes and any changes in the member’s administrative data noted above)

Privacy Release Statement:   ‘I authorize the release of medical and other private information (e.g. employment) as needed to the United States Navy in order to care for my medical condition, establish eligibility for any benefits, and determine suitability for future naval service.” This statement must be signed and faxed to our office at 202-762-3470.
