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For ADBAs - Site Managers - Functional Users   


Effective with  this change,  some major changes to the SDS system have occurred.   SDS and UMIDS have been modified  and somewhat combined to provide pay and personnel data to their respective  corporate systems.  UMIDS  provides data to the Defense Joint Military Pay System (DJMS).  SDS provides data to many  personnel systems.  Only the data provided to the Navy Enlisted System (NES) and the Officer Personnel Information System (OPINS) has changed.   SDS and UMIDS  (Ashore) are now linked  via a Local Area Network  (LAN).   DFAS Center Cleveland message DTG P051505Z of Jan 98 provides additional information. 





Some transactions are originated in Disbursing,  sent to the UMIDS server,  and ultimately sent to the DJMS corporate system.  These transactions are commonly referred to as Format IDs  or FIDs.   These FID transactions   are a function of UMIDS and DJMS.  Representatives from those systems will provide information and training.





Other transactions are  originated in Personnel ,  sent to the Field Host Processor (FHP), and ultimately sent to the NES or OPINS corporate systems in BUPERS.   These transactions are commonly referred to as SDS events.  These events have been somewhat modified to remove pay data  no  longer pertinent to the NES and OPINS corporate systems.   See Appendix  A for a list of the events. 





Nine events were modified to  originate  in UMIDS.  These transactions are  sent to the UMIDS server  and, using a File Transfer Protocol  (FTP), are transferred  to the SDS FHP for transfer to the SDS,  the NES,  and the OPINS systems. These events are commonly referred to as the “bridge events.”  See Appendix B for a list of these events.





Eight  new events were added in SDS  for the tracking of temporary gains, temporary losses, and  additional contract reporting events.  In addition, two events , LGE and LGO,  were consolidated from the LG1, LG2, LG3, and  LG4 events.  Events originate in SDS and flow to the BUPERS corporate NES and OPINS systems.   See Appendix C for a list of these events.


 


A host of miscellaneous events  remain unchanged.  They still originate in SDS and are released to flow to NES and OPINS. 





Information pertaining to the remaining SDS events and the new bridge events  will be provided in the new  SDS Personnel Procedures Guide.  The old  SDS PROMAN has been superseded   because pay and personnel have been separated into FIDs and  SDS Events.   This new Personnel Procedures Manual was  mailed to you in early or mid January.  If you have not received it, it is available on the BUPERS Web site  at     http://www.bupers.navy.mil/services/djms.   However, if you have not received your new Guide and you do not have Internet access,  much of the old PROMAN information is still pertinent.

Streamlined some behind the scene functions such as NETREAD

Tip #1:  If you have LV events on the hold file, you will have to re-key in UMIDS.  You may want to consider doing  a Screen Print for each LV event by utilizing the Event Retrieval or Event Cancellation option.  The LV event will be purged as part of the “Download”  process.





Tip #2:  Ad hoc Query: We will provide a query procedure to extract the check amount information for  non-DDS members.  The procedure will be resident on each individual PSD Account.  The procedure is called CKAMOUNT .  If a PSD is using a procedure similar to this, they may continue to use their own.  To execute the procedure:


Enter QUERY at the colon prompt


Enter X CKAMOUNT   (The query will now execute and create a spool file)


Exit QUERY


Enter SPOOK


The spoolfile will be named QSLIST.


If there are multiple QSLIST files, be careful to select the correct one for printing.


Alter the spoolfile to the printer


The query report will contain the data to be used to produce checks.

For System Managers-System Operators:


To execute  the FTP process that moves data from the UMIDS PC to the FHP, you  MUST


have running at all times (except during backups) one extra job stream that provides FTP server communication.  On the HP 3000 9xx processors, this  is a job that logs on as FTPMON,FTP.SYS.  On the HP 3000 Series 70 Classic processors, this is a job logging on as FTPSERV,SERVER.THREEK.   SDS CDA System Management will remotely install and configure this software and its UDCs on all  systems  prior to the “Live Date.”   This job will be started and stopped automatically each time HP Network Services (NS) are started or stopped using the DSOPEN and DSSHUT UDCs.  If the FTP server must be stopped separately while Network Services are running, issue the FTPSTOP command while logged on to the SYS account.  FTP server communication can be restarted while the Network Services are running by using the FTPSTART UDC.





For HP 3000/9xx  Processors ,  you must have the MPE iX 5.0 Operating System or greater.


For HP 3000/70  (Classic)  Processors, you  must have the product Office Extend FTP installed.
