Don’t throw last years directory out.  It has a superb article by our senior aviation Mustang  Carl Mock titled WHAT DOES IT TAKE?  WHAT DOES IT TAKE!!  If this article is not on your Required  Reading Board, it should be.  I thank him for his work.  I have read many articles on the issue, but none finer than his concerning what it takes to make Captain.

Again this year, to ensure the fleet can receive the latest information, the following NPC points of contact are provided:

· DUTY PREFERENCE CARDS: It is important to submit an updated Duty Preference Card upon arrival to a new duty station and as information changes.  The information is electronically entered into your master file and is the first place your detailer goes for your phone number.  Remember, be flexible and do not lock yourself into one location.  Fax your Duty Preference Card to DSN 882-2721, Commercial (901) 874-2721

· COMMUNICATION WITH YOUR DETAILER:  When negotiating orders, it is vital to have a good line of communication with your detailer.  If you are unable to call from a Government phone, we will accept collect calls.  The phones are very busy here, and if you happen to get our voice mail, leave a message with a good number where you can be reached.  E-mail is a good source of communication, especially for those at sea.  Moreover, it builds a good message trail.  We encourage you to stop by and see us, just let us know when you plan to come by to ensure we will be here.

· CAREER PLANNING: Refer to the LIMITED DUTY OFFICER and CHIEF WARRANT OFFICER PROFESSIONAL GUIDEBOOK (NAVPERS 15627) for information about career planning.   As always, the Navy's selection process recognizes the superior performer.  The officer who continually strives for and achieves outstanding performance in all assignments can expect to have a satisfying and rewarding career.

· PRECEDENCE NUMBER: Every officer who has been on active duty over a year should have been assigned a precedence number (also referred to as a lineal number).  If after reviewing the Register of Navy Officers on Active Duty (also known as "The Blue Book") you determine you have not been assigned a precedence number, FAX your P1000/20 Acceptance of Appointment/Oath to PERS-851. FAX is (901) 874-2751 OR DSN 882-2751.  You may contact PERS-851 at (901) 874-3226 or DSN 882-3226. 

· RETIREMENTS:  Refer to the MILPERSMAN for detailed information pertaining to retirements.  If you have any unanswered questions, contact the Officer Retirement Branch at the Navy Personnel Command, PERS-822 at DSN 882- 3184, or Commercial (901) 874-3184.
