Prevent Child Abuse America’s Survey:
47 Out of 1,000 children reported
abused or neglected : 15 confirmed




Alarming Statistics _ a

o Estimated 3.3 million
children are exposed to
Spouse/l PA each year

Child abuseis 15X more
likely in homes where
Spouse/l PA s present

40-60% of men who
abuse women also abuse
their children

o A history of family
violenceisthe most
significant discriminator
between delinquent and
nondelinquent youth

Why Early Intervention?

e Research supports
early intervention
reduces child
maltreatment

Recruit study data:
41% of women, 39%
of men severely
abused during
childhood
