·   right to fairness, dignity, and privacy




·   right to be protected




·   right to be notified of court proceedings




·   right to be at public court proceedings
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Victims' Rights




·   right to seek restitution




·   right to information on offender

Base Security's Role






·   ensure safety of the victim






·   provide emergency first aid






·   find out what crime was committed






·   get general description of assailant






·   obtain names of witnesses






·   secure the crime scene
