NAVY POLICY:

 

The Navy is the first service with a defined Sexual Assault Program with dedicated staff and funding at both headquarters and installation level. Navy policy (IAW OPNAVINST 1752.1A) regarding sexual assault includes the following:

 

- Zero tolerance for sexual assault

- Sexual assault is a criminal act punishable under the UCMJ as well as civilian law

- Commanding officers shall provide the safest possible physical and emotional environment for all servicemembers

- Victims should not be blamed for their behavior at the time of an incident – No one asks to be a victim.

- Victims will have access to appropriate assistance

- Perpetrators of sexual assault may be prosecuted to the 

fullest extent of the law

- Commanding Officers of perpetrators shall take appropriate disciplinary and/or administrative action

- Any questions of a victims responsibility for their actions at the time of an incident should be addressed after the sexual assault victimization is resolved.
